This is also an important on-
going service. As your equipment does get older, lead times on spare parts
may increase. There may be no need for you to stock a particular circuit
board today because it is readily available, however; down the road that may
not be the case.

Your maintenance personnel can be trained* on common failures and
corrective actions. Also, the proper installation of spare parts will be covered.
On-going nuisance or intermittent problems can be addressed.
